	Safer Communities Report
	· LM gave update on Civil Enforcement Officers, previously known as Community Pride. 
· Money needs to be spent wisely through refocusing resources and over the next two months officers will be trained in enforcement and legal practicalities of street patrolling. 
· Civil Enforcement Officers will now work until 0200 Friday and Saturdays and until midnight Sundays especially dealing with the issues of noise. 
· More groups will be attended to take on issues from action plans and will update in the next meeting.
· Priorities now enforcement led and issues on patrol will be phoned through to relevant department immediately.
· Training will take place until the end of October and this will constitute better responses from the teams.
· LM gave the technical support teams phone number as being 325823.
· EN concerned that not all the community knows about OV to give the committee their issues. LM added that the number 313131 will direct these people to the correct department. LG can put issues on action plan and thus recorded. EN recognises the need to educate the community about this change. 
· JA requested a summary of the changes, services to be provided and contact details to post on the website.

	Humberside Police Report 


	Criminal Damage - Woodlands Avenue, Pelham Road and Margaret Street, Immingham 

· Criminal damage offences remain a priority and revisits to all victims of damage are continuing. Damage has been occurring more around the Middle Platt Road area of Immingham and Alden Close, which is around the Shoreline flats area.  Items that are getting damaged regularly are building windows and other parts of those properties. Please be vigilant and report any suspicious circumstances or damages that you see in progress.
HGV’s contravening the 7.5 T Gross Weight Limit within Immingham.

· Proposal by the council involving the extension of the double yellow lines at the junction with Manby Road at the redundant section of the road still waiting to be completed. There has been a delay due to various types of orders going through but work is expected to commence within four to six weeks. The neighbourhood team still monitoring an illegal parking issue that is currently in progress on Pelham Road near to the Pelican crossing. If vehicles are found to be parked illegally then they can be dealt with by means of fixed penalty notice. HGV transport managers being asked to inform their drivers about the restricted use of our roads. Two warnings were recently given out to the transport managers involving HGV’s that were found to be illegally parked along Pelham Road.
Anti-social behaviour -Clyfton Crescent and Roval Drive, Immingham 

· We have had a good month in relation to Anti-Social behaviour issues. Reports for this type of incident have reduced. Issue remains a priority and areas such as Clyfton Crescent and Roval Drive continue to be monitored. CCTV camera is still there and appears to be working well. Regular patrols have continued to take place and any youths found abusing the facilities or acting in an anti social manner will be dealt with. Second youth crime prevention project jointly run by staff from the Oasis Academy, Neighbourhood Policing team, Youth inclusion support panel and youth workers has been successfully completed with the six youths that were present on the course. There are future plans for further courses.
Priority Stallingborough 

· HGV’s using village to access Stallingborough Industrial Estate has been continuing. There have also been several reports of theft of diesel from compounds locally. Businesses on the Industrial Estate encouraged to join the Stallingborough Industrial Estate Group S.T.I.N.G. who meets regularly to discuss issues with a view to reducing the levels of crime and making the area a safer place to work, and operate a business. Three males successfully charged following a Police investigation involving an attempt burglary to a transport company within Immingham. 
Priority Habrough-Youngsters causing annoyance playing football in the street

· Immingham PCSO’s continuing to successfully engage with the youngsters with the aim of improving facilities, and organising football coaching and practice matches. There have been complaints of youths causing annoyance by playing football in the bus shelters. Training usually takes place on the playing fields at the bottom of Chapel Lane on a Sunday. Times do vary so if you know anyone who would like to attend it is best to contact PCSO Emma Garner directly at Immingham Police Station.
Offenders Brought to Justice

· On 30th July - £30 fixed penalty issued to HGV contravening the 7.5T weight restriction on Manby Road.
· On 1st August - motorist on Sommerton Road in Immingham now currently going through the criminal justice system for driving licence and insurance offences. The result was that the vehicle was seized. 
· On Saturday 7th August - local man driving his car at Habrough was stopped by police. A positive breath test was provided resulting in the man being arrested and taken to Grimsby Police Station. A subsequent breath test showed that the man was over four times over the drink/drive limit. This person has now been charged and going through the Criminal Justice system.
· On 12th August - local man has been charged with three breaches of his ASBO and another offence. He is now going through the Criminal Justice system regarding these incidents.

	· Now based at the Civic Centre in the old Cyber café room.

· Attended the Shoreline big clean up on the Reedmeer Estate where:

· Identified an opportunity to develop the cinema project to deliver an Indian Film night at Studio-1

· Set up meeting at E factor for a young adult who was unemployed with the view to develop a social enterprise recycling old bicycles.

· Attended the reward event for those who had helped the Shoreline week of action along with CD and JK:

· Prepared a set of presentation boards with the intention of advertising the cinema, OV and new referral process. 

· CD & JK networked with the attendees collecting data sets.

· Liaised with Mr Joseph at Oasis academy regarding the drop boxes. One of the boxes is now complete – Mr Joseph is waiting for a delivery before he can complete the other boxes. 

· Met with Celia Wangler (Vanel) to discuss moving forward with community directory for Immingham area. CW will require assistance from a willing volunteer. The documents once produced will be printed and placed in strategic locations in Immingham. 

· Submitted a bid to community payback on behalf of OV for a garden clearance on Hume Brae, in partnership with the fire service. The clearance also involves the topping of several conifers. Pat O’Connoll of Green heart has agreed to provide this service and will take away any wood that is suitable for use with local projects. Note - Payback to carry out this work in October.

	Website 

· JA explained that OV need to improve and extend communications/publicity and explained that work progressing in a number of areas.

· LG has quotes for referral forms x 3000 - £250 and it was agreed that printing should be arranged.
· There was some discussion about the security of boxes and it was suggested that perhaps members should carry an ID card when emptying them.  It was agreed that this should be reviewed if after a trial period if there were an issues regarding security/identity.

· JA also made the point that a volunteer is also required to populate any completed referrals onto the Action Plan.  JA said he understood that VANEL carried out similar work on East Marsh and asked if this is something that they would consider doing for Immingham/OV.  VANEL to revert. 

Newsletters

· JA volunteered to continue to prepare press releases and newsletters, although acknowledged that members needed to be aware of deadline dates.

· Deadline for next Insight newsletter is Monday 20th September therefore any items for OV Autumn Newsletter to be sent to JA by Friday 10th September. 

· MP suggested communicating to primary schools and Academy, where information goes through text format.

	· SB advised that currently no community fire safety officer in area although HFRS doing best to fill the gap. 
· JK explained that Habrough PC is looking at ways in which to develop Habrough Play Park.  JA reminded JK that HPC could apply for funding through OV for sub-group to consider. 
· JK also confirmed that £500 from ward councillors to plant bulbs around the village.
· EN explained that she would be organising a Skate Park sub-group in next few weeks. 
· EN also suggested a Christmas publicity event to reach out to families i.e. consultation, priorities, referrals with a party aspect. EN to send information to JA.
· RW asked for an updated committee list showing who members are and whom they represent.  JA to arrange.
· GS added that Cancer Collaborative have written to acknowledge OV donation to Community calendar. 
· JW suggested publicising the referral boxes - JA to do this through the website and newsletter. 
· CL thanked OV for recent funding and advised that next Shoreline Newsletter would carry an article explaining work of OV. CL has applied for funding for OV but has not heard anything yet.  JA asked for contact details for newsletter so this can be added to media circulation list.
· MP advised that 15th September is the results for In Bloom and also asked that anyone wishing to lay a reef on Remembrance Day at Immingham cenotaph should let him know.
Projects

· JA gave brief update on Studio-1.  First screening had 33 people, second screening had 43 people. Next screening will be Avatar on 16th September – tickets can be pre-booked at Immingham Library. 
· There were 80 feedback forms and two sponsors for next season. 
· Sub-group will meet in next month to plan H1/2011 programme.  Already have offer of sponsorship from LINK and x1 business.
