GOOD NEWS / ACTION TAKEN 
On Thursday 9th May 2013 two males were apprehended by local officers attempting to make a quick getaway on the 45 bus with 13 legs of lamb stolen from Farmfoods Store, Washdyke Lane, Immingham, although witnessed at the scene of the crime both males deny the charges, the investigation continues. 

On Tuesday 14th May 2013 at approximately 1455 hours, there was a HGV truck with a tipper trailer stolen from Immingham Docks. This vehicle was left insecure with the keys in the ignition. Although there was a time delay on the police being called it was located and recovered from the Doncaster area and one male was arrested on suspicion of theft of motor vehicle. This male will next be appearing in court 12th June 2013.

On Tuesday 14th May 2013 a warrant was executed at two addresses across Immingham believed to be linked with the sale of controlled drugs. A male and a female were subsequently arrested and charged with Having Possession of a Controlled Drug - Class B Cannabis.

General patrols of the village continue and any problem areas monitored.

Stallingborough Industrial Estate
Regular patrols continue in this target area helping to maintain lower levels of commercial theft. The recent positive results for the industrial estate are directly attributable to developed intelligence between police and the local businesses coupled with advanced Crime Prevention/Detection technologies deployed by both local companies and the Police. Humberside Police have targeted patrols in the right areas at the right times to target acquisitive criminals operating in the Stallingborough area.
